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HIGHLIGHTS

» Sheet Harbour Public Library was one of two branches to pilot the Leading Readers
program (2006-07). Leading Readers pairs elementary school students with high-school
student volunteers. The pair reads together, plays educational games, and explores books
through fun activities. Sheet Harbour Public Library staff developed expertise in
implementing this program and in 2008, helped train other branch staff in best practices.
Currently, six branches are running this program.

d Sheet Harbour Public Library’s building has much natural light and large windows. It was
recently refurbished with new carpet, modern furniture and comfortable chairs. The
branch sharesits complex with Job Search Services, HRM Recreation and Access
Nova Scotia.

» With its access to high-speed Internet, Sheet Harbour Public Library is still one of the few
public Internet access sites in the area. This is one reason the library enjoys good
seasonal use by tourists from the U.S., Europe and Asia.
