Answer: Kjipuktuk (pronounced 
“che-book-took”) is the M’Kmaw 
name for Halifax. It means great 
harbour.

Did you know that Sable Island is part 
of the Halifax Regional Municipality? 
The island’s biggest mystery is its 
famous wild horses. Where did they 
come from? 
Answer: Although just a theory, 
some people believe the horses are 
descendants of animals seized by 
the British from the Acadians during 
their expulsion from Nova Scotia 
in the late 1750s and 1760s. The 
animals were left there with plans 
to be retrieved at a later time, but 
that didn’t happen. Somehow, the 
horses survived.

Also 
known as the “trailing arbutus,” 
the may! ower was adopted as the 
of" cial ! ower in 1901. Native to 
eastern North America, it is known 
for its sweet smell and beautiful pink 
or white ! ower.

! ower of Massachusetts. Although 
it is not considered endangered in 
Nova Scotia, sightings are rare and 
picking the ! owers (or at least their 
roots) is discouraged.
